GNJILANE REGION

ARSON

Kamenica-1945 hrs. A Serb male reported that unknown persons had set his coffee bar on
fire. The victim stated that he had been receiving threatening phone calls that his business
would be destroyed. The suspects were not identified.

GRIEVOUS ASSAULT

Kamenica-1530 hrs. An Albanian male reported that his son was assaulted by a Albanian
femae. The suspect struck the boy with a stick causing head injuries.

KIDNAPPING
Urosevac-1141 hrs. An Albanian male reported that three Albanian males who accused him
of stealing a power washer kidnapped him. Tow of the suspects were arrested.

ROBBERY
Urosevac-1210 hrs. A 63vyear-old Albanian male reported that while he was at the hospital
with his sick wife, three unknown males physically held him and stole his wallet.

MITROVICA REGION

CRIMINAL DAMAGE

Mitrovica North -1830 hrs. An Albanian male who tried to break through a roadblock mounted
by Serbs had his car attacked. Civpol officers monitoring the demonstration intervened. No
injuries were reported.

UNMIK POLICE PERSONNEL INCIDENTS
Mitrovica North —1130 hrs. An UNMIK Police officer reported that while he was away, four
Serb bridge watchers changed the lock of his accommodation.
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Mitrovica North1700 hrs. An UNMIK Police officer found a UN sticker on his accommodation
illegally removed. Three Serb bridge watchers later told him to vacate his rented Albanian
apartment.

Mitrovica North -2130 hrs. An UNMIK Police officer found his accommodation occupied by
seven members of one Serb family who told him that neighbors called them and said that the
flat was empty.

PEC REGION
No significant criminal incidents reported.

PRISTINA REGION

ARSON
In two separate incidents, one in Plementina and one in Obilic, a Serb owned house and a
Roma owned house were set on fire. No injuries were reported.

PRIZREN REGION

ATTEMPTED MURDER
Orahovac-2000 hrs. Two Roma males reported that they were approached byfour Serbian
males driving a vehicle that attempted to run over them.

Vraniste-2000 hrs. A Macedonian male taxi driver reported that unknown persons shot at his
taxi and injured a passenger.

BORDER POLICE

SMUGGLING

General Jankovic-1930 hrs. A vehicle, driven by an Albanian male was checked. 59 computer
hardware drives and soft ware were found hidden under food items. The initial investigation
revealed that the items had been illegally produced in Asia. The items were confiscated.
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Theinformation in thisreport is accurate to the extent of
the information known at the time of itswriting.
However, further investigations may result in changesto
what previoudy have been reported.
