GNJILANE REGION 
 
THREATS AGAINST POLICE 
Gnjilane 1115 hrs. A K-Albanian male was arrested for threatening UNMIK Police officers who 
had responded to a complaint of dumping trash on another K-Albanian’s property.  
 
MITROVICA REGION 
 
ABDUCTION / ASSAULT 
Mitrovica South 2320 hrs.  A 15 year old K-Albanian female reported that she was abducted 
and assaulted by two (2) unknown persons driving a white BMW. She was later released. 
 
ARMED ROBBERY 
Vucitrn 16/06. Two unidentified males, using a gun and a knife, robbed a 73-year-old 
complainant (ethnicity not ascertained) of cash. 
 
ILLEGAL POSSESSION OF WEAPONS  
Zubin Potok 0515 hrs.  UNMIK Police and KFOR confiscated a rifle and ammunition following 
a search of a house as part of an investigation in a rocket attack. 
 
BURGLARY 
Mitrovica North 1420 hrs. A Serbian male was arrested for burglary of a K-Albanians’ 
residence. 
 
THREAT / INTIMIDATION 
Mitrovica North 2130 hrs.   A K-Albanian female reported that three Serbian males intimidated 
her to vacate her apartment. 
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PEC REGION 
 
GRENADE ATTACK 
Maznik 0015 hrs. A K-Albanian male reported that unidentified person(s) attacked him by 
throwing a hand grenade. The victim was not injured. 
 
ATTEMPTED MURDER 
Dakovica 1550 hrs.  Two K-Albanian male juveniles were shot at and wounded by unidentified 
person(s). 
 
ATTEMPTED BURGLARY  
Dakovica 0230 hrs. Two K-Albanian males attempted to enter a closed business and were 
apprehended by local citizens and turned over to KFOR. 
 
 
PRISTINA REGION 
 
KIDNAPPING 
Pristina 2129 hrs. A K-Albanian juvenile female was taken away from her home by four 
identified males armed with handguns. Three suspects are reported as being ethnic 
Albanians from Macedonia and the other one is K-Albanian. One of the males lived in the 
victim’s house for several months. 
 
ATTEMPTED MURDER 
Gracko 1730 hrs.  A K-Albanian male was removing his cow from a Serbian cemetery when a 
mine exploded causing minor injuries to the male. An investigation by KFOR showed that the 
cemetery gate had been booby-trapped with a PMA-2 anti-personnel mine. It’s believed that 
the trap was set for a Serbian memorial service scheduled for 17/06. 
 
DROWNING 
Lipljan 1215 hrs. A 12-year-old K-Albanian boy drowned after striking his head while diving 
into a pond.  
 
FOUND HAND GRENADE 
Pristina 1215 hrs. A hand grenade was found in a park with the pin still in place. 
 
DEMONSTRATION 
Pristina 1000 hrs. Approximately 40–50 protesters demonstrated in front of Dora’s restaurant 
over the proper ownership of the establishment. The demonstrators left peacefully. 
 
PRIZREN REGION 
 
SHOOTING  
Zrze 0035 hrs. A K-Albanian male reported that unknown persons shot at him while he was 
on guard duties at a local quarry. 
 
THREATS/INTIMIDATION  
• Dedinje 1335 hrs. A K-Albanian male was arrested for threatening UNMIK Police officers 

while he was being issued a traffic ticket for illegal parking. 
• Milivoje 0900 hrs. An ethnic Bosnian female reported that she was threatened and forced 

into selling her own house by three known K-Albanians. 
 
 
BORDER POLICE 
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GENERAL JANKOVIC” BORDER CROSSING 
FORGERY 
15/06 - 1330 hrs. UNMIK detained and processed a two K-Albanians who submitted a 
false/altered passports while attempting to leave Kosovo. They were later released but denied 
exit out of Kosovo  
 
“CAFA PRUSHIT” BORDER CROSSING 
A total of thirty-nine (39) persons were observed crossing the border illegally. Twenty-one 
(21) inbound and eighteen (18) outbound. No actions were possible as the area was heavily 
mined. 
 
“GLOBOCICA” BORDER CROSSING 
 
FORGERY 
A Yugoslavian citizen (ethnic Albanian) attempted to leave Kosovo utilizing a counterfeit 
Albanian car registration and Yugoslavian drivers license. The vehicle and documents were 
seized. The suspect was detained, processed and released. The suspect later returned with 
proper documents for the vehicle.
