THREATS

Vitina-0900 hrs. An official of the Mother Teresa Humanitarian Aid Organization stated that
unidentified subjects threatened them. The reason for the threats was because they were
refused aid. An investigation is ongoing.

CRIMINAL DAMAGE
Strepce- A Serb male reported that unidentified persons cut the water line to his village.
Polish KFOR repaired the water line and UNMIK Police are investigating the incident.

ARSON
Orasje-1730 hrs. Italian KFOR reported that an unoccupied Roma house had been set afire.
UNMIK Police were at the scene and identified three possible suspects, all Albanian males.

ARMED ROBBERY

Dakovica-0100 hrs. An Albanian male reported that he was having car trouble when four
subjects offered him a ride; once he was in the vehicle they robbed him and put him out of the
vehicle.

MASS GRAVE SITE

Dakovica-0800 hrs. The family members of two Albanian males reported that they were taken
by Serbs on 25 January 1999. The family has now found the mass grave where their
deceased were buried. KFOR, TCTY was notified of the location of the grave.

PRISTINA REGION

ARSON
Kosovo Polje-2030 hrs. Two different houses were set on fire at the same time. One was
owned by an Albanian and the owner of the second is not known.

KIDNAPPING

Pristina-0825 hrs. An Albanian male witnessed suspicious activity believed to be a kidnapping
when two vehicles collided and the occupants from the first one forced the occupants from the
second at gunpoint into their vehicle. No further information available.

Pristina-0800 hrs. An Albanian female reported that she had been kidnapped by an Albanian
male and held against her will at the suspect’s residence for a period of time. The victim did
not report any injury.

Kosovo Polje-1500 hrs. An 18-year-old Albanian female was reportedly kidnapped by her ex-
boyfriend, an Albanian male. No further information available.

ASSAULT
Pristina-0330 hrs. An Albanian male was arrested for assaulting an UNMIK Police officer. The
officer was not injured.

EMBEZZLEMENT

ARMED ASSAULT
Malishevo-0100 hr. Unidentified suspects fired shots at the Russian KFOR checkpoint. No
injuries were reported.

THREATS

Suva Reka-1000 hrs. An Albanian female and Albanian male approached an OSCE officer
and advised that they wanted OSCE to vacate the house. When the OSCE officer pointed out
a contract was signed with the owner and owner did not want them to vacate the ouse, the
male threatened the officer.

COUNTERFEITING

Prizren-0115 hrs. An Albanian male, detained for curfew violations was found to be in
possession of 7 counterfeit 100 US dollar bills. The money was confiscated and the suspect
arrested.

DEMONSTRATION

Prizren-1320 hrs. A spontaneous demonstration was held in front of the UNMIK building.
Approximately 1,000 participants were present. The participants demanded the withdrawal of
Russian KFOR from Kosovo. The demonstrators chanted and displayed various slogans
against the Russian KFOR. The demonstration lasted 15 minutes and ended peacefully.

No significant criminal activity reported.
