EXPLOSION

Istok-0130 hrs. A series of explosions occurred in the town of Istok, totally destroying several
shops, homes, and a vehicle. No injuries were reported but there was extensive property
damage.

Klina-0110 hrs. KFOR arrested an Albanian male for pos session of an AK-47 rifle, a 40 mm
grenade launcher and four grenades. Ammunition was also recovered.

Piskote-0945 hrs. KFOR confiscated two pistols, two rifles and ammunition. Drugs were also
recovered of a type undetermined at this time. KFOR arrested five Albanian males

Ljiumbarda-1000 hrs. KFOR confiscated two AK 47 rifles, one PPSH-41 rifle, two pistols, one
anti-tank mine and one rocket launcher during a search operation. Two Albanian males were
arrested.

PRISTINA REGION

ATTEMPTED MURDER

Pristina-1400 hrs. Three Albanian males were involved in a shoot-out. As a result, two
individuals were injured and a pedestrian was also struck by a bullet. The injured persons
were transported to the hospital. The investigation is still ongoing.

GRENADEATTACK
Obilic-2130 hrs. Unidentified suspects threw a hand grenade at a Serb owned house. No
injuries were reported. This is the third attack on the same residence.

KIDNAPPING
Pristina-0840 hrs. Two unidentified suspects entered a shop and forced the owner (ethnicity
unknown) into a car parked outside. The investigation is ongoing.

ILLEGAL POSSESSION OF WEAPONS

Pristina-1205 hrs. A search operation was conducted by UNMIK Police and KFOR in a café
bar. Seven individuals were questioned, four pistols and a significant amount of ammo
together with cash were confiscated.

Smalusa-1625 hrs. A search operation was conducted by UNMIK Police and KFOR. Two
handguns and ammunition were confiscated.

Pristina. An Albanian male fired several shots into the air during a dispute over a traffic
accident. The suspect was arrested and the weapon seized.

Prizren-1505 hrs. The driver of a vehicle attempted to avoid a collision with another vehicle
and lost control of his vehicle and ran off the road. The accident resulted in the death of one
person and the injury of eight.

Prizren-1700 hrs. Two vehicles, operated by Albanian males, collided and left seven
individuals injured.
